To effectively combat the global AIDS crisis we as academicians, researchers, and clinicians need to work together with communities, NGOs, and government and other funders in new ways

For more than two decades, the AIDS community has recognized the need to develop models of collaborative networking to identify, develop, and implement innovative HIV prevention, treatment and care interventions worldwide

Effective collaborative networking is a process that includes three major components:

· Effective advocacy, to promote policy change and improve human rights

· Effective action research, to develop and improve quality of prevention and treatment and care

· Respect and promotion of human rights in all endeavors, including
· Poverty and its effect in relation to HIV/AIDS

· Economic and health inequities for women

· Women's reproductive rights and sexuality issues

To address these issues, we will present two models of networks developed to address these issues in the fight against AIDS: 1) the International AIDS Women’s Caucus (IAWC), and 2) the HIV Action Research Network (ARN). Strengths, challenges, and lessons learned from these two networks will be reviewed. Ethical issues for effective coalitions will be presented.
